Canada Post News

Do we like more stamps being issued by Canada? Sure we do! Every new issue
is a part of the Elizabethan era — right up our alley. Here is what Canada Post
is up to these days...

™ Perforated Self-adhesive

Canada Post has issued the first fully perforated self-adhesive stamps.

The Cunard/Allan issue of May 28th was issued in self-adhesive panes of 16
stamps with full perforations around the stamps. These are not ‘simulated’
perforations. Be cautious when separating these from the pane. If you fold the
stamps inward, the stamps will separate from the backing paper and cause some
bending of the perforations.

™ University Issues

The two University stamps
issued this year (May 4 and
May 8) continue the series
started a couple of years ago.

Both stamps, issued in
booklets of 8, were available in
field stock (sealed booklets)
and philatelic stock (open
booklets) — this was not
announced by Canada Post.

I say ‘were’ because the
philatelic stock is already sold
out on these — they could
prove quite elusive.

Editor’s Desk

™ Local Stamps

On the last page of the previous issue of the Corgi Times we illustrated, using a couple of bar graphs, the relative
quantity of new stamp issues for the year of 2003 and the first half of 2004. What was apparent is that we are seeing a
far less quantity being issued of many of this year’s stamps.

To expand on this a bit further, Canada Post seems to be producing local stamps. Well … almost. Certain issues,
notably the various Tourist Attractions, Universities, and Montreal Children’s Hospital stamps are not receiving
automatic distribution to all postal outlets. For these particular issues, unless you are located, geographically, close to
the event being commemorated, a special order is required by the postal outlet in order to receive and stock these stamps.

Most postal outlets have caught onto the need to special order many of the
new issues. But, even then, they sometimes have a difficult time ordering them.
As an example, when my local outlet phoned to order the Montreal Children’s
Hospital stamp they were told that it was “sold out” — and this was still a couple
of weeks before the stamp was to be released. I called the Philatelic Centre in
Antigonish and they were quite happy to sell me as many as I wanted. I have
heard of several outlets who, upon finding out they were not able to receive a
particular issue directly from Canada Post’s fulfilment centre, have ‘traded’
stamps with another local postal outlet here in Winnipeg. In several instances,
recent stamps have been arriving a week or two late rather than the customary
few days ahead of a scheduled release date.

As we saw with last year’s surprise “Vancouver Olympics” issue, which saw 60% of the total printing being sent to
the Vancouver area with the remaining 40% being distributed across the rest of Canada, many of this year’s issues are
being released in a similar manner. Can you call these local stamps? By a true definition, probably not. Will future issues
head more towards this idea? Time will tell.

For the collector of used stamps, particularly those who purchase large quantities in kiloware, finding some of this
year’s issues may prove a bit harder. Going back to the “Vancouver” issue, we (my father and I, who love accumulating
large quantities of used stamps for reference purposes) have now found just over 100 used copies, compared to thousands
and thousands of most other first-class rate definitives.

By the way, if you are a collector of the Postcard Factory postal cards, you are quite aware that many of these receive
very localized delivery. This ever-growing series of cards (now several hundred different?) requires one to have contacts
all across the country in the search for cards that are only distributed and sold in areas around the featured location.

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Canada Post awards printing contracts to Canadian firms

[This was announced a day after the last Corgi Times was printed — naturally! Even though it is now ‘old’ news, it is still very
important to the collector of modern Canadian stamps.]

Ottawa - Canada Post today announced that it had awarded printing contracts for the production of
definitive postage stamps to two Canadian-based firms — Canadian Bank Note and Lowe-Martin.
Both firms have provided extensive printing services to Canada Post in the past, including the
printing of commemorative postage stamps.

Following an extensive RFP process (through MERX) in the spring of 2003, Canada Post has
negotiated contracts with Lowe-Martin and Canadian Bank Note (CBN) for the provision of these
stamps. CBN and Lowe-Martin have agreed to purchase the necessary equipment to produce self-
adhesive coil stamps, the first companies in Canada to access this technology.

Printing contracts for commemorative stamps will continue to be awarded through the competitive
process on an “as and when” required basis.

“We are confident that CBN and Lowe-Martin will continue to provide Canadians with the high
quality of postage stamp production that they have become used to,” said Bill Michalopulos, general
manager of Sourcing Management at Canada Post. “These preferred suppliers will guarantee that
our award-winning stamps will continue to be produced to the highest of production standards and
also ensure that Canada Post continues to lead the way in the development of innovative postage
products. We look forward to a productive partnership with each company.”

Following the release of the RFP on MERX, 8 proposals were received for consideration.

CBN has been manufacturing postage stamps for Canada Post since 1987. This agreement will provide
for the continuation of the provision of definitive stamps with CBN for Canada Post.

Lowe-Martin has been manufacturing Commemorative stamps for Canada Post since 2002. This
definitive stamp agreement will represent a new segment of business for Lowe-Martin.

[Currently, Ashton Potter is printing the following definitives: 49¢ Flag over Edmonton, 49¢ Leaf coil, 80¢ Leaf coil and booklet, $1.40
Leaf coil and booklet. One would think (hope?) that the new printings, expected in late summer, will be different from the originals.] 

 
2004/1 Quarterly Pack

The first quarterly pack of the year for 2004 was recently released. It is
one of the higher priced packs in recent years, due to the rate-change
definitives issued in mid December 2003 — particularly the new $5 Moose
definitive.

If you depend on these quarterly packs to obtain your new issues, be
aware that missing are the NHL self-adhesive stamps and the overprinted
Year of the Monkey souvenir sheet.

This particular pack illustrates the enclosed issues on the front of the
package; previous quarterly packs used a windowed envelope so that you
could see the stamps inside the envelope. 
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1971 Christmas — Major Fold-Over
by: John Jamieson
Saskatoon Stamp Centre

Just finished scanning a new MAJOR CANADIAN ERROR that we bought from the Maritimes recently that I
thought might be of interest to you for the Corgi Times. I had never seen this piece before. It has been hidden away for
the last 33 years since it was found in a pad of sheets in the Maritimes. It is certainly one of the greatest FOLD-OVER
ERRORS of Canada (or any country for that matter) as it shows 3 full PRINTED ON THE GUM SIDE ERROR stamps
(plus parts of 10 others) and 6 stamps MISSING BLUE COLOUR (plus parts of 6 others), no examples of which have
been recorded before to my knowledge. The fold-over came from Nova Scotia and had been sitting in a mint sheet file
since the day of issue.

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Special Envelopes For ORAPEX 2004

Introduction

In keeping with the tradition of the past, two special envelopes were issued for ORAPEX 2004. ORAPEX 2004 was
the 43rd Exhibition sponsored by the RA Club in Ottawa. The Club paid tribute this year's to W. E. Durant Halliday a
prominent philatelist and civil servant. His contribution has also been recognized by the BNA Topics with his picture
on the cover.

ORAPEX 2004 Special Envelopes and Cancellation

Special Envelopes: Mr. Halliday was a Ottawa postal historian, researcher and writer and was born in London,
England. He graduated from Cambridge University in 1921 with a BA and Forestry Diploma and later with a Bachelor
of Science and Forestry from the University of Toronto in 1926. He held various posts with Canada's Department of the
Interior; National Parks in Saskatchewan, Manitoba and Ottawa; and the Privy Council Office in Ottawa.

The special envelopes for ORAPEX 2004 show the picture of Mr. William E. Durant Halliday on the left. The
inscription printed on the left side of the picture reads: "ORAPEX 2004/May 1-2 mai 2004/Ottawa, Canada/William E.
Durant Halliday (1897-1976)/Forestry Expert, Senior Public Servant/and Postal Historian/Expert en foresterie, haut
fonctionnaire/et historien de la poste". The printing on these pre-stamped covers was done by a local printer and not by
Canada Post. This has caused some catalogues to deny these covers recognition as special envelopes by not listing them.
As a result, some collectors are reluctant to collect these covers.

Two special envelopes were issued for this occasion. The No. 8 American Goldfinch and the No. 10 Scarlet Tanager.
These two envelopes were sold at ORAPEX 2004 either mint or cancelled for $2.00 each. The two covers were sold with
two different cancellations one for each cover. If any philatelist wants to purchase these covers they can be obtained from
Mr. Steve Mulvey.

Cancellations: This year the show's theme was the 150th anniversary of the arrival of the first railway to Ottawa,
the Bytown and Prescott Railway - renamed the Ottawa and Prescott Railway in 1856. It went into receivership and sold
at a public auction in 1865. Later it was reorganized as the St. Lawrence & Ottawa Railway. In 1881, the railway was
leased to Canadian Pacific for 999 years. To commemorate the start of railway service, two cancellations were designed
by Sara Deschamps. The cancellation for May 1, 2004 shows an old locomotive and the cancellation for May 2 shows a
modern VIA locomotive. The two cancellations can be seen in the illustrations. These illustrations are unusual in the
sense that each cover shows both cancellations. Normally covers offered for sale bear only one cancellation.

Quantity printed:  The statistics on the quantity printed were as follows: 300 size #8 and 300 size #10 for 2004; and
500 size #8 and 500 size #10 for the years from 1994 to 2003. Approximately 100-125 covers with each cancellation are
made and a number of # 10 size envelopes are used for business purposes. This information was kindly made available
to me by Mr. Mulvey.

Concluding Remarks

The proceeds from the sale of these covers goes to support the philatelic activities of the RA Stamp Club in Ottawa.
Philatelists are encouraged to buy these covers to support this worthwhile hobby. The fact that these covers have special
and unique cancellations make them collectibles regardless of whether or not Canada Post overprinted the pre-stamped
envelopes (or sub-contracted the overprinting). The decision to overprint them with a local printer was purely a business
decision. The quality of the overprinting is as good as that printed for Canada Post.

Plating the $5 Victoria Public Library
by: Robin Harris

In last month’s Corgi Times we announced the discovery of a second printing on
the $5 Victoria Public Library which  was first released in February 1996 — the
reprint appeared about December 1998. In Leopold Beaudet’s article (pages 76–77),
he notes the following:

In several areas of the design, the light brown colour is solid rather than
dotted. This is true of the lettering “VICTORIA PUBLIC LIBRARY”, the large
archway above the main doors, and the horizontal areas of the building
between the brickwork. These areas could have been produced by dots so big
that they merged into each other to form a solid mass of colour. But they
weren’t. Using the lettering as an example, the pattern of light brown dots
around the lettering varies from one stamp to the next in the pane. This
would be impossible if both the light brown lettering and the light brown dots
around it were photographed as one image through the half-tone screen and
the image then multiplied to form the plate.

My first thought was that CBN used two litho plates for the light brown, one for the solid areas of colour and
a second for the light areas. This theory fell apart when I compared four lower left corner pieces from different panes,
all from the first printing. The relative position of the lettering and the dots was identical on stamps from the same
position on all four pieces.

What I now believe happened is that CBN produced separate photographic stamp images of the dotted and solid
light brown colour. The printer replicated the dotted light brown image 25 times to form an image of a full pane, and
repeated the process with the solid light brown image. CBN then superimposed the dotted and solid images, and
replicated the result to form the light brown plate. If this theory is correct, every stamp in the pane can be plated
using the position of the light brown dots relative to the lettering.

The last line is of most importance:
“every stamp in the pane can be plated
using the position of the light brown
dots relative to the lettering.”

Illustrated on the next few pages are detailed scans of the lettering from all 25 positions on the pane of the original
printing of the $5 Victoria Public Library stamp. In the next issue of Corgi Times we will publish the reprint images.
Special thanks to Mirko Zatka for scanning panes (colour, 1200dpi) of the original and reprint from which I created these
detailed blowups.

Each of the following pages comprises one column of stamps. The pane of 25 stamps is composed of 5 rows by 5
columns. I have found that looking in the inner circles of the ‘P’ (in PUBLIC) or the ‘R’s (in VICTORIA or LIBRARY) will show
either a single dot or a couple of dots in the background. If you use the face of a clock as a means of positioning each of
the dots found within this inner circle, you can start to position (plate) individual stamps. Here are some hints (there
may be some overlap so choose the option that is easiest):

™ ONE dot in middle:
N first R has one dot in middle: R1/C3, R4/C3,

R1/C4, R4/C4
N P, and two R’s in LIBRARY all have one dot:

R2/C1, R5/C1, R1/C3, R2/C4, R5/C4, R2/C5,
R5/C5

N P has one dot, others have more than one:
R4/C2

™ THREE dots
N first R has three dots: R2/C5
N P has three dots: R1/C3, R3/C3, R3/C4
N last R has three dots: R1/C3, R3/C4

™ any dot at 2 o’clock:
N R2/C1, R3/C1, R4/C2, R3/C3, F3/C4, F1/C5,

R4/C5

™ any dot at 3 o’clock:
N R5/C1, R3/C2, R2/C4, R5/C4, R3/C5, R4/C5

™ any dot at 4 o’clock:

Rate Cover

Here is a ‘perfect’ usage of the 1978 CAPEX stamps, submitted by member John P. Wynns:

This is a postcard to “Wynn’s Canada Ltd.” (no relation to John), cancelled 12 X 78 from Belleville, ONT. The 14¢
fulfilled the first-class domestic postcard rate while the $1.25 met the registration fee in affect at that time. The stamps
were released October 6, 1978, just six days before this card was posted.

 
Artistic Woodworking

The 10¢ Artistic Woodworking stamp (sc# 1679) in the
Traditional Trades definitive series was discovered about a year ago
with a significant perforation shift (28½mm down) that resulted in
the top row of stamps being imperforate (these are from the
Canadian Bank Company printing with barcodes in either the top or
bottom un-perforated selvedge).

Unfortunately, the postal clerk, in an effort to speed up service
to the customers, had separated the pane into blocks of 10 (to fit in
their drawer; this is a common practise in most post offices) and had
cut down between the imperforate pair of stamps (the top selvedge
was also removed).

Two types of blocks of 10 were purchased by a collector in
Montreal, Quebec. A block of each was recently sold in the March

1679a imperf single
1679b block of 4, top two stamps imperf (cut between)

It is interesting that Scott would assign a number to an
imperforate single and a number to a damaged imperforate pair.
